April 26, 2019

2:37 PM – AriX briefly mentions Hollywood in a discussing about Sneak Prevue.
November 9, 2020

3:11 PM – luesjo12 describes a method to potentially obtain a TVGC unit

3:12 PM – AriX mentions he’s willing to pay whatever much money it costs for it

3:33 PM – luesjo12 updates with no findings and says the supplier is willing to look for some as long as he provided a model number.

3:34 PM – PajamaFrix (me) reverse image searches the unit shown on Wikipedia (which was mirrored from the taiganet forum) with various keywords of old Compaq server computers, particularly ProLiant and AlphaServer, all to no avail.

4:32 PM – PajamaFrix goes to an old snapshot of Compaq’s website, which of course lead to a dead end. Eventually he brings up the genlock card to AriX, who had it in his collection. This lead DJ to look for Compaq computers with a genlock card, and brought us to the Professional Workstation SP700. I was deceived until he provided a screenshot of the computer in a rack-mount case, proving that the unit in the picture was the exact same as the TVGC unit.

5:35 PM – AriX posts the pictures of the card onto the Prevue Guide Forums.

5:39 PM – DJ Electro finds an eBay listing for a similar looking card. After some research learns the card was manufactured by STB Systems.
7:45 PM – AriX looks through various docs of the Hollywood system and provides some descriptions of them, mostly saying they’re boring.

7:47 PM – luesjo12 comes back with a link to a listing on United Telsupply, mentioning Compaq and TV Guide Channel.

7:48 PM – AriX calls and emails United Telsupply about the listing. (undocumented)

7:53 PM – samicrusader emails United Telsupply. PajamaFrix then notices AriX, who worries and asks if Sami could undo in fear that the price could potentially raise. She later emailed saying her associate (AriX) contacted them instead.

10:40 PM – AriX posts documentation on Hollywood.

November 10, 2020

12:06 PM – DJ Electro contacts UTS, leading him to get more pictures of the unit and a price of $475. luesjo12 chimes in and mentions he managed to find 3 more for $650 from another seller. AriX notices these and is amazed. He then contacts the supplier provided by luesjo.

12:13 PM – DJ Electro worries about the drive potentially dying, leading Jesse and Sami to help with providing ways to back up the drive.

12:34 PM – AriX contacts the supplier for more Prevue stuff.

November 11, 2020

8:50 AM – DJ notices one unit was purchased from UTS. AriX follows with a ping to see if anybody in the server was the one who purchased it.

2:31 PM – PajamaFrix asks about logos, leading AriX to provide some documentation about MSO logos, along with providing an example of some.

4:09 PM – Everblack joins the Discord and says that he was the one who bought from UTS. Mentions of a private Discord for developments is also mentioned. (citation needed)

November 13, 2020

10:06 AM – Everblack gets his unit.
11:50 PM – Everblack dumps the 34 GB hard drive image. However mentions it might be a while before it's posted publicly to make sure no confidential information comes to light. I still don't have a clue what this means, however he mentions "just sensitive information like FTP credentials and paths." More to come.
